OUR DAY 10
CURRICULUM

At Brigstock School we are committed to providing our children with a broad, balanced curriculum
that is relevant and meaningful. We strive for academic excellence and at the same time we want
our children to be confident, independent learners who apply their skills in a range of ways. Our DAY
10 CURRICULUM was established in September 2014 as a way of creating a bespoke extra curriculum
within the school. Each term our Day 10 curriculum has a different focus, centred on the needs of
our children, our school and its wider community at that time. Every 10" day, we spend either a
morning or an afternoon working in Day 10 groups on activities relating to the current theme.

During Day 10, our children are organised into mixed-age, cross-phase groups. This allows the
children the opportunity to work with children from other key stages and year groups, and
encourages the older children to nurture and support the younger children, too. Activities are
carefully planned within each unit to challenge all year groups and to encourage a team-work
approach where all work is shared and valued. Outcomes are shared in a range of ways; sometimes
there are individual pieces of work to celebrate within a group, sometimes there are whole-school
projects and sometimes the children share their work through dance, songs or drama.

The children are excited and inspired by our Day 10 work.

Ofsted praised the Day 10 work, and during our SIAMS inspection it was a strong contributory factor
towards our OUTSTANDING judgement.

Each Day 10 unit is led by Mrs Ettridge, and all staff are involved in the planning process. As a school,
we identify areas of our curriculum that we feel need added depth, breadth or more time. We have
planned exciting units to enhance the children’s learning in the following areas:



TREES

This unit had a strong Art focus, and also focussed on the creative use of our outdoor space

PRACTICAL MATHS

As a school we felt that we needed more time and focus on practical problem-solving activities. We
used our outdoor spaces to set up a Gruffalo trail, and to give meaning to a range of measurement
activities. Inside, the children had timed challenges, shape challenges and a range of challenging
problems to solve.

FRIENDSHIP

This Day 10 unit established the importance of positive relationships with each other. The children
worked on a range of Art, drama and singing activities. Friendship songs were learnt and performed
in assembly, and beautiful displays were created of friendship quotations and watercolour artwork.
We used the book ‘Lost and Found’ as inspiration for the friendship theme, and the children created
their watercolour paintings in his style. We worked together in a sporting challenge, playing ‘blind
football’, so that we could focus on the importance of communication and team-work



CHRISTIANITY

This unit was planned to focus on Christian symbols, and aimed to give meaning and relevance to
the Christian symbols of Light, the Lamb, the Fish, the Dove, the Trinity and the Cross. The planned
activities were creative and exciting for our children. We created beautiful displays for visual impact,
and a 2 metre high stained glass cross featuring all six symbols is now a permanent feature in our
school hall. Each class now has ownership of a Christian symbol, and all have greater understanding
of their meaning. This work was praised by the
diocese and featured in their newsletter as an
example of good practice.

HEALTH AND WELLBEING

As a school we recognise the importance of healthy minds and healthy bodies, and we wanted to do
more to encourage our children to think more deeply about their own wellbeing and that of others.
We planned work relating to keeping ourselves safe, both physically (managing risks) and online. We
also had a range of healthy physical challenge, and activities that taught the children how to relax
and keep calm. They took part in the ‘relax kids’ program, and learnt a range of yoga techniques.

YOUNG ENTERPRISE

Perhaps our most ambitious Day 10 project was our Young Enterprise unit. The children borrowed
money from the PFA to fund a range of projects, with the aim being to sell their goods and make a
profit. The children created bags, chocolate boxes, cards, bunting and Christmas decorations. They
sold and auctioned their wares at a school and village Christmas Fayre and made an amazing profit
of £420. Half was spent on a school treat, and half went to charity. We managed to fund a whole
school year for our sponsored child in Uganda, so we were all very proud.




MULTHAITH

The children learnt about features of other religions in creative and imaginative ways. As part of our
work on Buddhism, the children created prayer flags and enjoyed thinking of special people in their
lives to say thank you to. The prayer flags are used in classrooms and on the playground to designate
quiet, reflective areas. As part of the work on Sikhism, the children learnt Bhangra dances, and
became aware of the significance of all the movements. In Judaism, the children created beautiful
Torah scrolls and they made prayer beads and personal shrines linked to Hinduism. All children
designed and created Muslim prayer mats and learnt about the
significance of the pictures and symbols. We also took the
opportunity to visit our local church and learn more about the
building and its history as well as its importance for Christian
worship.

OUR SCHOOL AND THE VILLAGE COMMUNITY

We have also been keen to extend our links with the local community. This Day 10 unit gave us the
opportunity to do just that! The village quiz proved extremely popular and after each session we had
a winning team of quizzers who were presented with an award in assembly...and everyone learnt so
much about the buildings that are all around us. In each day 10 session we were visited by a long-
standing resident of the village, who shared with us their experiences of living here, and talked
about how life had changed at school and in the village.

We also talked about the school and looked back at the archive. We created time capsules to leave

for future generations of children here and we created a beautiful picture together...’A snapshot of

our school in 2017’.

SCHOOL VALUES
