Willow class

We have had another lovely week in school, full of activities linked to our planet. We have thought
carefully about why our planet is treasure and why we need to look after it. We looked at animals
who are vulnerable, endangered and extinct. The children talked about why they thought these
animals were important and what would happen if they disappeared. They used descriptive words to
write about the animals and we have made our own book all about those animals.

On Mucky Monday, we had a busy day outside. We took a walk around the village to look at our
environment and which parts of it we loved and we need to look after. We then paid a visit to the
local pocket park and the children enjoyed some time on the play equipment.

We have also thought a lot about Advent this week. The children made their own Advent calendar
with pictures they had created, we made a wreath for our classroom door and we enjoyed watching
the school Advent window being unveiled with parents.
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Maple class

It’s all about Christmas! Thank you for the costumes sent in. The children have been working super
hard and we will be recording our Christmas play ready for you to view on dbprimary on Thursday
10" December.

This week, Maple Class shared the Christmas story ‘The Nutcracker’. The children worked on their
tables to think about what Clara and Fritz could hear, smell, see and taste. The Year Two children
have begun their guided write of a letter with instructions.

In maths, Year Two have been using the word ‘inverse’ in maths; the inverse of subtraction is
addition. The looked at number bonds of 11 and using each pair of numbers that make 11, the
children wrote the four number sentences they could makee.g. 1+10=11,10+1=11,11-10=1
and11-1=10.

Year One have been using the Numicon to make amounts of money. Some children wrote addition
and subtraction sentences using money too!

The children have been putting their Christmas cards together including the levers. They look
fabulous! No pictures attached so you all get a lovely surprise when you see them!



Cherry blossom class

This week Cherry Blossom class have started practicing for our Christmas performance (at a safe
distance of course!). | have uploaded the songs we have been practicing onto Db primary on the
Cherry Blossom page so that the children are able to practice at home.

In literacy, we have been focusing on how to write an effective setting description. We have been
exploring our model text and drawing inspiration from science fiction stories. The children then
applied their new skills to write their very own setting descriptions using all five senses, similes,
metaphors and 3 adjective sentences! Well done!

In Maths, year 3 and 4 have been ordering and sequencing fractions using different representations.
We have been drawing them using bar models and have moved onto placing fractions on number
lines. We have been focusing on applying our multiplication and division knowledge to help us solve
problems- Great job!

For topic, we began to explore volcanoes and put our map skills to the test! The children had to use
an atlas to locate a map of the world. We then worked together to draw plate boundaries and active
volcanoes onto a map of our own. The children also worked extremely hard to complete the
challenge of creating their own map keys!



In literacy this week the children have begun their warm write,
which initially focused on the support Rose gave to the children in
the concentration camp. The children created their own success
criteria identifying the many elements they needed to include.

We looked at inverted comma and continued to develop our
ability to include correct punctuation and layout when inserting
dialogue in to text. In comprehension, we looked at a piece of text
about Isaac Newton and light.

In maths we have focused on addition and subtraction of
fractions. This has required us to utilise our ability to simplify fractions, find equivalents, and convert
mixed fractions to improper fractions and visa versa.

We have looked at our roles in presenting the Christmas Story and this will be recorded next week
and uploaded to DB Primary for all to enjoy. The children have all been given the song words so you
will be hearing them sing along to the links on DB Primary over the next few days.

In history, we looked at the laws that were put in place during and before WWII, which discriminated
against the Jews. The children were asked to identify the ones they thought were most shocking and
write an explanation text including these.

Please remember the children are completing their Bikeability
sessions in the last week of term. They will need a bike at
school Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. Please
ensure you have completed the Bike Checklist before Monday
14" for our first day of this programme.
